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We have had two very special “guests” this Summer.  Emily will graduate from Gateway 
Education Center next year and Travis from McIver Education Center, but both have spent the 
Summer with us at AGI as they and their families prepare for next year.  At age 14 Public Law 
94-142 requires that all classified public school exceptional children begin a Transition Checklist 
and at age 16 that checklist becomes a Transition Plan as part of their IEP (Individualized 
Education Plan).  That’s where AGI can help.  If CAP-MR/DD funding is in place, a soon-to-be 
graduate could join the AGI family, if eligible, the Summer before graduation, as Emily and 
Travis did this Summer, which helps make next Summers transition a very smooth one.  In fact 
one of our Summer guests may actually spend four days at school and one at AGI next year to 
make the very best transition possible in June of 2008.  If you have questions about this kind of a 
positive transition plan please call or email AGI Program Director Pam Walther @ 379-7670 or 
aftergatewaypam@juno.com  Good transition planning is a key to success for our clients!
